Eden Theatrical Society Bylaws

Article 1:
Scope of the Organization
Section 1:
Purpose

The Eden Theatrical Society (hereafter known as “The Society”) is an affiliate of The Camarilla™, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc.  The Society is local in scale covering the Bloomington-Normal, Illinois area.  Use of terms and trademarks belonging to any other organization is either with permission or not meant as a challenge to ownership of those trademarks.  

Section 2:
Financial Matters

The Society will operate as a voluntary social organization.  The Society will only accept donations to maintain itself and for charity.  Each of these will be tracked and maintained separately.  The Charity fund will be used for only charity and is the property of Eden Theatrical Society.  The maintenance fund is the property of The Camarilla ™, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc.

Section 3: 
Choice of Law

By joining The Society, members agree to follow the Bylaws of the Domain and the Membership Handbook of The Camarilla™, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc.  At no time do these by-laws supersede those contained in the membership handbook.

Section 4:
Control of Assets

All assets of The Society are under the control of the following, in order, Domain Coordinator, Assistant Domain Coordinator(s), Domain Storyteller, and then the Assistant Domain Storyteller(s).

Section 5:
Means of Communication and Conducting Business

The Society will operate and maintain a Domain list.  All contact will be done via e-mail and a monthly independent member meeting and an annual Domain meeting.  If any member cannot maintain this form of contact then they are responsible for alternate means of contact (like providing envelopes and stamps for snail mail).  All contact must follow the chain of command at all times.  This chain is as follows.

Section 6:
Dissolution

In the event The Society should be dissolved or liquidated, or otherwise cease operations, the assets shall first be used to pay any outstanding debts.  The charity fund will be donated to a charity of the memberships choosing.  Any maintenance fund remaining assets will be consolidated and transferred to the Regional Coordinator.  Any and all documents from the Coordinator or Storyteller chain will be transferred to the next officer in the chain of command.
Article 2:
Membership

Section 1:
Admission of members

The Society grants membership into its ranks to applicants who meet the membership requirements as determined by in the Membership handbook of The Camarilla™, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc.  No member may be denied membership in The Society based upon race, religion, gender, sexual orientation, physical handicap, or any other class protected by law.  No person may be made a member of The Society without the person’s consent.  The Society reserves the right to deny, or revoke membership for other reasons, subject to the other provisions of The Camarilla™, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc.

Section 2:
Voting Rights of Members

Each member is entitled to a vote in all matters that concern The Society.  All votes will be held in one of two ways.  The first is through the Domain list and the second is “live” at a Domain meeting.  All votes will be announced on the Domain list with ample time for all members to arrange absentee votes or proxie votes if that member will be unable to vote at the appointed time.  All votes will stand as final when concluded.

Section 3:
Termination of Membership

Sub-Section 1:
Resignation of Membership

A member may voluntarily resign from The Society at any time.  The resignation is considered valid in one of two ways.  The first is written, signed, and includes the member’s name, membership number, and mailing address in accordance with the Membership Handbook of The Camarilla™, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc.  The second is by e-mail on The Camarilla™ web site at the following address: http://camarilla.white-wolf.com/usnc/faq.php?id=108    All membership fees are non-refundable in the event of voluntary resignation of membership.

Sub-Section 2:
Revocation of Membership

Involuntary revocation of membership is a disciplinary action the may be enacted according to the Constitution of The Camarilla™, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc.  (See National Constitution)

Article 3:
Structure of the Society

Section 1:
Chapter


This is the most basic level of organization in The Camarilla™, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc.  A member may not join a Chapter outside of his/her Domain without the express written permission of their Regional Coordinator or the National Coordinator.  The Chapter Coordinator and Assistant Coordinator(s) operate a Chapter.  The duties, authority, and responsibility of the Chapter Coordinator, the Assistant Coordinator(s), Venue Storyteller, and Assistant Venue Storyteller(s) are detailed in the Membership Handbook of The Camarilla™, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc. 

Section 2:
Domain


This is the second level of organization in The Camarilla™, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc.  Within the Domain there may be one or more Chapters that report to the parent Domain.  The Domain Coordinator and Assistant Domain Coordinator(s) operate a Domain.  The duties, authority, and responsibility of the Domain Coordinator, the Assistant Domain Coordinator(s), Domain Storyteller, and Assistant Domain Storyteller(s) are detailed in the Membership Handbook of The Camarilla™, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc.
Section 3:
Positions


Sub-Section 1:
Chapter Officers


The position of Chapter Coordinator must be filled to meet The Camarilla™ constitutions position requirement.  The Chapter Coordinator and the Venue Storyteller are the principal officers of the chapter within the Society.  The principal officers appoint their assistants and define their duties.  For the complete details of the following offices consult the Membership Handbook. 

Sub-Section A:
Duties and Requirements


Chapter Coordinator:

1.    Communicate between their chapter members and the organization.



2.    Report monthly on the status of the chapter to the organization no later than the 1st 


       of each month.

3. Secure sites for chapter events.

4. Help members track their prestige, and to report that prestige to the organization.

5. Help facilitate conflict resolution between members (see the Membership Handbook under the section on conflict and resolution on page 79).

6. Track, and be liable for, the chapter’s finances.

7. Conduct investigations for non game-related issues and enact coordinator-based disciplinary actions (see disciplinary action in the Membership Handbook on page 71).
8. Hire assistants and delegate these authorities, in whole or part, to those assistants.
A Chapter Coordinator also has the authority to:

9. Award general prestige within the limits presented in the prestige section of the Membership Handbook.

10. Review prestige logs for all member class advancements, and to award MC 2 – 5. 

11. Provide disciplinary actions of chapter members, including suspensions of up to one month and stripping of up to one level of member class of prestige.
12. Receive one loaned level of member class while in office, up to MC 8.
Venue Storyteller:

1. Establish local chronicle continuity and history within the parameters defined by supervising storytellers.

2. Design and submit an appropriate Venue Style Sheet.

3. Design and implement suitable plotlines.
4. Create and introduce appropriate storyteller-controlled characters; the storyteller may portray these characters or assign members to portray them.
5. Run games, downtime scenes, and proxies that affect global sanctioned chronicle.
6. Interpret rules for scenes and make other necessary storytelling decisions.
7. Review and approve special requests up to their level of authority.
8. Award experience traits to characters and track purchases.
9. Require a player to provide full character sheet, experience trait log, approval numbers for special approvals, and character background.
10. Serve as the direct storyteller for any of the chapter’s venue storytellers.
11. Conduct investigations for game-related issues and enact storyteller-based disciplinary actions (see disciplinary action in the Membership Handbook on page 71).
12. Hire assistants and delegate these authorities, in whole or part, to those assistants.
13. Conduct Pre-game character check-in to ensure the characters conform to the venue style sheet and are suitable for the game.
14. File a monthly report to the supervising storyteller by no later than 1st of each month.
15. Receive one loaned level of member class while in office, up to MC 8.
Assistant to Principal Officers: 

1. Duties assigned to them by their supervising Officer.

Sub-Section 2:
Domain Officers


The position of Domain Coordinator and Assistant Domain Coordinator must be filled to meet the Camarilla constitutions position requirement.  The Domain Coordinator and the Domain Storyteller are the principal officers of the Domain.  The principal officers appoint their assistants and define their duties.  For the complete details of the following offices consult the Membership Handbook.

Sub-Section A:
Duties and Requirements


Domain Coordinator:

1. Facilitate communication between the Chapter(s) within the Domain, as well as between the Domain and the Region.

2. Report monthly on the status of the Domain to the organization by no later than the 7th of each month. 

3. Secure sites for the Domain events.

4. Help facilitate dispute resolution between members of the separate Chapters (see the Membership Handbook under the section on conflict and resolution on page 79).

5. Track, and be liable for, the Domain’s finances.

6. Conduct investigations for non game-related issues and enact coordinator-based disciplinary actions (see disciplinary action in the Membership Handbook on page 71).
7. Hire assistants and delegate these authorities, in whole or part, to those assistants.
A Domain Coordinator also has the authority to:

8. Award general prestige within the limits presented in the prestige section of the Membership Handbook.

9. Review prestige logs for all member class advancements beyond MC 5 and award MC 6 – 8.

10. Provide disciplinary actions of Domain members, including suspensions of up to two months and stripping of up to two levels of member class of prestige.
11. Receive two loaned levels of member class while in office, up to MC 11.

Domain Storyteller

1. Serve as the direct storyteller for any of the Domain’s Venue storytellers.

2. Determine and maintain the history and vision of the domain’s chronicle.

3. Handle all cross-venue interaction, including influences, in order to ensure a single consistent chronicle across all the venues and genres.

4. Serve as the direct storyteller for characters within the Domain but are not assigned to a venue.

5. Perform mid-level reviews for special requests and venue style sheets.

6. Grant or deny mid-level requests for characters within the Domain.

7. Establish policies for players and storytellers within the Domain.

The Domain Storytellers possesses the following special duties and responsibilities to the Domain’s members and to other storytellers.

8. Provide narrative consistency within and across the Domain’s venue’s.

9. Coordinate the efforts of the Domain’s VST’s.

10. Support venue storytellers and answer their questions.

11. Report monthly on the status of the Domain to the organization no later than the 7th of each month.

12. Conduct investigations for game-related issues and enact storyteller-based disciplinary actions (see disciplinary action in the Membership Handbook on page 71).
13. Hire assistants and delegate these authorities, in whole or part, to those assistants.

14. Receive two loaned levels of member class while in office, up to MC 11.

Sub-Section 3:
Voting Procedures


The standard voting procedures of The Camarilla™, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc. will be followed within the Domain of Eden Theatrical Society.


Section 3:
The Machine


The Domain Coordinator, Assistant Domain Coordinator (s), Domain Storyteller, Assistant Domain Storyteller(s), Chapter Coordinator, Assistant Coordinator (s), Venue Storyteller, Assistant Venue Storyteller(s) are the people that will insure that every member is treated fairly and justly.  This staff can and is encouraged to consult with each other to solve the problems of the Domain, Chapter, and/or members.  

Article 4:
Membership Standards

Section 1:
Code of Conduct


The Society will maintain a Code of Conduct that all members must adhere to during participation in any Society function or when representing The Society.  No member shall be held to a higher standard than another member or any standard not covered within the Code of Conduct or the Constitution of The Camarilla, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc.  Each member is required to have a signed copy of the Code of Conduct that has been given to the current Chapter or Domain Coordinator to keep on file.

Sub-Section 1:
E-mail Communications


Any E-mail that is registered to The Camarilla™, the official fan club of White Wolf Incorporated, is subject to the Code of Conduct.  Any E-mail that is subscribed to any sanctioned list is subject to the Code of Conduct.  Any E-mail that contains the Domain identification is subject to the Code of Conduct.

Section 2:
Disciplinary Action

Sub-Section 1:
Notice of Disciplinary Action


Only the Chapter Coordinator or Domain Coordinator may levy disciplinary actions against members for misconduct, as defined by the Code of Conduct and the Membership Handbook of The Camarilla™.  Any member of the Coordinators staff, including the Chapter or Domain Storyteller and their staff may suggest disciplinary actions to the appropriate Coordinator.  Notice of disciplinary action against a member must be given in writing or electronic transmission no less then 30 days before the effective date of the disciplinary action.  This 30-day notice is to allow the member under the disciplinary action time to form and submit an appeal of disciplinary action.  Notice given by mail shall be certified U.S. Mail sent to the last known address of the member.  The only exception to this notice is offenses that are clearly a violation of the Code of Conduct or the Rules set forth by the Membership Handbook.  If this happens the disciplinary action may be taken and implemented immediately. A member is not subject to disciplinary action under the Code of Conduct for actions that do not occur during a Society event.  A member however may be subject to disciplinary action for spreading slanderous or libelous information about another member of The Society at any time.  Members are required to continue to act in a manner befitting a member of The Society prior to and during the implementation of a disciplinary action.  Failure to act in such a manner may result in further disciplinary action.

Sub-Section 2:
Appeal of Disciplinary Action


A member has the right to appeal in writing or electronic transmission not less than one week before the effective date of the disciplinary action.  Any appeals will be given to the Coordinator or his/her staff. 

Section 3:
Responsibility of the Member


It is the responsibility of the member to comply with the following list of actions.

1. Each member is required to take and pass the Membership Ordeal within six months of becoming an active member of the Camarilla™.  The Domain does provide computer access so that all members within the Domain can meet this requirement.

2. Ensure that all personal records within the Camarilla™ are accurate and up to date.  It is suggested that this be done once every six months or as needed.

3. The member should be aware of all changes within the Camarilla™ both from a member and a character standpoint.  

4. The member is required to subscribe to the Domain e-mail list.  Any other e-mail list is optional but suggested lists are the Cam-Announce list, the GL Regional list, and any list that the member has a primary character active in.

5. The member is responsible for adherence to the VSS’s of any Venue that they have an active character within.


6. The member is responsible for knowing the information provided with the Membership Handbook of the Camarilla™, the official fan club of White Wolf, Inc.

Sub-Section 1:



From time to time the real world and our lives interfere with participating in the events organized by the Camarilla™.  Everyone understands this and is willing to work with those members when such things take place.  In order to maintain a smooth operation of the Domain and its function it is requested that members that encounter this inform their Coordinator of such.  After all, most of the members within the Domain are friends to some degree or another and there may be solutions to the problem within the Domain.  


If this is not the case and time away from the organization does take place then it is the responsibility of the member to keep the Coordinator informed as to the situation.  In the case of characters the member is responsible for making the needed arrangements with the Storyteller for those characters.  After all, some characters may be involved in plot kits that would need completion or information passed.  


In the case of expired membership the member is required to inform the Storytelling staff of the disposition of those characters.  This is so the Storyteller can keep the flow of the game as smooth as possible.  If this is not done and the Storyteller has no information or contact from the member those characters will become NPC’s to be portrayed by the Storyteller after three months (90 days) of none communication from the member.
